1. AREAS OF UNDERSTANDING

1.1  The relationship created by this MQU is noénded to be binding in
any court of law. Any collaborative ventures thaynbind the Parties
are subject to separate contractual arrangementhwiclude terms
relating to ownership, intellectual property, ficgal arrangements, use

of resources, etc.

1.2  This MOU is intended to establish a basis uptich UTAR and
NCNU may. explore areas for cooperation. In thisardgthe Parties
agreed to the following goals and objectives ast par their

international collaboration programmes:

a. To initiate joint projects involving internatiaincollaborative
research and to share expertise and joint developroé

research.

b. To facilitate academic development exchangesvdmsi the
Parties, including mutual visits by faculty membawspursue
research, teaching, and to participate in semimtansferences,

workshops, etc.
C. To facilitate study visits and student exchahgeostgraduate

and undergraduate students where appropriate éoptinpose

of enhancing students learning experience.
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DURATION

To facilitate applications from candidates foelervant
postgraduate research and taught courses provitedthe
prevailing university qualifying criteria and finaal

requirements can be met.

To encourage academic innovation by cooperating

developing new teaching and learning technologies.

To organise and participate in joint academitvées such as

conferences, workshops, publications, and seminars.

This MOU shall come into effect upon execution béigy the Parties hereto

and shall continue for a period of three (3) yeard may be extended upon

mutual agreement thereafter.

IMPLEMENTATION- & COORDINATION

The implementation of the cooperation undes MOU shall be dealt

with. by the relevant Departments or Faculties othbParties. A

separate written agreement shall be entered intindyParties setting

out the detailed arrangements for collaborationcvhwvill stipulate the

following:

The persamed
will be directly responsible for the implementaticend
oversight of the proposed activity. Changes to ghesonnel
involved may be made at the discretion of the depamt or

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contact at UTAR and NCNU named in Clause 3.2 of MOU;

C. The commitment of resources, if applicable, andatiendant
financial obligations of the respective partneratgpartments.
This MOU does not require either Party to supporg aew
financial commitment unless expressly agreed otiserlyy the

partnering departments or units.

AMENDMENT

CONFIDENTIALITY

All information and/or data that may be exchangachuired and shared in
connection with the areas of cooperation betweenPtrties pursuant to this
MOU shall be treated as strictly confidential anldals not under any
circumstances be divulged by the receiving Pargniythird party without the
prior written consent of the disclosing Party uslegherwise the same has
already been in the public domain. This obligatshll continue to bind the
Parties hereto notwithstanding the terminatiorhc MOU.
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RESULTS OF COLLABORATION

Ownership of any research findings, curriculum, teah and intellectual
property arising from collaborative studies or esbes shall be decided upon
through mutual agreement of the Parties. Any publicatipplication, use
and others regarding the same shall only be allcafet obtaining the prior

written consent of both the Parties.

LIMITATION OF LIABILITY

In no event shall either Party be liable to theeotlior any damages
whatsoever including without limitation, “direct, dinect, speculative,
incidental, special, or consequential damages imnection .with the

performance under this MOU.

GoobD FAITH

In entering into.this MOU, the Parties recognisat b is impractical to make

provisions for every contingency that may arise tire course of the

performances thereof. Accordingly, the Partiesebgrdeclare it to be their

intention that this MOU shall operate between thanaccordance with the

principles of good faith, with fairness and withalgtriment to the interests of
any of the Parties. If in the course of this MQuufairness to any Party is
disclosed or anticipated or any dispute arises,Péwties shall use their best
endeavours to agree upon such action as may besaegeand equitable to
remove or resolve the cause(s) of the same. IPHrdes hereto fail to resolve
the disputes or disagreements amicably then the M4l be deemed to be
terminated forthwith.
