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Article 4 (Validity)

1. This Agreement shall remain valid for a
period of five years from the date of
signature.

2. Unless either Party notifies the other Party
in writing at least one year prior to the
expiration of the term of its intention to
terminate the Agreement, it shall be
automatically extended for an additional
period of 5 years.

Article 5 (Amendment and Termination)

1. Any amendment to this Agreement shall be
made in writing with the mutual consent of
both Parties.

2. If either Party wishes to terminate this
Agreement, it shall notify the other Party in
writing at least one year in advance.

Article 6 (Miscellaneous)

In the event of any doubt arising concerning
the interpretation or implementation of this

Agreement, Party A and Party B shall consult
in good faith to resolve the matter.

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NON-BINDING LETTER OF INTENT
The University of Arizona

In order to strengthen the international ties between the two institutions, the Arizona
Board of Regents for and on behalf of the University of Arizona in the United States (*U
of A”) and National Chi Nan University in Taiwan (“NCNU™), have decided to enter
into this Letter of Intent (heretofore, “LOI”) for the purpose of negotiating the
development of a strategic partnership. Both Parties intend to seek opportunities to
collaborate across a range of activities, including:

o Student mobility.
e Joint and/or dual degree programming.
» Expanding education and industry collaboration in Taiwan.

This LOI is not intended to be a binding agreement between the parties, but rather a
statement of the intentions of the parties to negotiate the terms and conditions of a formal
agreement for mutual cooperation and activities in the future, including specific
provisions for the ownership of intellectual property, as well as financial consideration.
No confidential or export-controlled information shall be disclosed pursuant to this LOI.

This LOI will be in effect for five (5) years from the date it is fully executed. After this
initial period, the Parties may re-examine this LOI and make any necessary adjustments
based on a mutually agreed-to assessment of the collaboration. This Agreement may be
terminated by either Party, with or without case, upon thirty (30) days written notice to
the other at any time before the date of expiration. This LOI may be terminated
immediately, in whole or in part, in the event that any participant collaborating under
this LOI is included in any applicable restricted party screening list.

This LOI may be signed in counterparts, which together will constitute one agreement.
If this LOI is signed in counterparts, no signatory to this LOI will be bound until both
Parties have duly executed, or caused to be duly executed, a counterpart of this LOI.
Each Party may rely on facsimile or electronically transmitted signature pages as if such
facsimile or electronically transmitted pages were originals.
