More
specifically, each institution agrees to: (i) use the confidential information
only for the purposes of fulfilling the intent of this Agreement; (ii) not to
disclose information concerning the other party’s faculty, students or staff
to any third party without prior written consent of the other party; (iii) be

responsible to the other party for any breach of this provision.

6. This agreement shall be valid for five years from the date of signing, and
may be automatically renewed for successive five-year periods. Should one
of the parties wish to terminate the agreement, such notice should be given

in writing at least six months prior to the termination period.
The agreement shall take effect after both parties have signed the agreement and

have exchanged signed copies.

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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

National Chi Nan University (NCNU), located at 1 University Road, Puli Township, Nantou County 545301,
Taiwan, R.0.C., represented by Dr Dong-sing Wuu, President and NEWTON UNIVERSITY, located at Prague
Congress Centre, 5. kvétna 1640/65, Prague, Czechia, represented by Dr Anna Plechata Krausova, Vice-Chancellor,
wishing to enhance relations between the two institutions and to develop academic and cultural exchange in the
areas of education, research, and other activities, agree to cooperate and work together toward the
internationalization of higher education.

1. GENERAL STATEMENT

The areas of cooperation will include any program offered at either institution which is felt to be desirable and
feasible for the development and strengthening of cooperative relationships between the two institutions. However,
any specific program shall be subject to mutual consent, availability of funds, and approval of each institution.
Such programs include:

a. Student Exchange
b. Faculty Exchange
c. Joint conferences, research projects & cultural programs

The terms of such mutual assistance and cooperation shall be discussed and agreed upon in writing by the
appropriate responsible officers of both parties prior to the initiation of any particular program or activity.

2. STUDENT EXCHANGE
a. DURATION OF EXCHANGES

Each institution agrees to exchange individual students for a semester or an academic year, ideally on a one-for-one
basis.

b. NUMBER OF STUDENTS TO BE EXCHANGED

The number of qualified students to be exchanged will be determined by mutual agreement between the two
institutions; in general, the aim will be to exchange 2-4 students per academic year from each institution. Each
institution will notify the names of recommended students at least three months prior to the intended commencement
of the exchange period.

3. FACULTY EXCHANGE

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The parties agree that faculty members of the partner institution may be invited for short-term teaching and research
assignments. Assignments by semester or academic year are possible, however.

The persons on exchange and/or their home institution will take responsibility for any additional financial support
of the exchange, such as aid for travel expenses and insurance, including those of their partner and/or dependents,
unless the home institution expresses a different policy regarding financial support.

4. FUNDING OPPORTUNITIES

The parties agree to collaborate on seeking external financial aid to support their exchange and cooperation activities,
including as part of the ERASMUS+ network (detailed in a separate Bilateral Agreement). However, both parties
agree to pursue exchange and collaboration activities regardless of whether external funding is secured.

5. DURATION

This Agreement is established for a period of five years, effective on the date of signing. Thereafter it shall be
automatically renewed from year to year.

In order to enhance the efficacy of their cooperative activities, the parties agree that it should be possible to amend
this Cooperative Agreement by means of mutually agreed upon additional written clauses.

At the end of the five year period, the outcomes of the cooperation should be assessed and the agreement will be
renewed for an additional five years, unless either party provides written notification of a decision of non-renewal
no later than 60 days prior to the expiration date. Termination of this agreement shall not affect activities already in
progress.

This agreement shall be effective upon approval by both parties and shall remain in effect for an initial period of
five years. Thereafter it shall be automatically renewed from year to year; however, after the initial period either
institution may terminate the agreement at the end of a given year by giving three months notice in writing of such
intent.

American Unwersity (heremafter “AU”), and NATIONAL CHI NAN UNIVERSITY
(heremnafter “NCNU”) hereby agree to establish a bachelor to master's articulation agreement
(heremafter “BMAA”), which serves as a valuable resource and for the mutual benefit of the
Institutions. AU and NCNU are mdividually referred to as “Institution”, and collectively
referred to as “Institutions.” The Institutions agree to the following terms and conditions:

Secion 1: PERIOD AND NATURE OF AGREEMENT. This Agreement 1s Supplement
two (hereinafter “Supplement”) to the Memorandum of Agreement (heremafter “MOA”)
between the above Institutions, dated INSERT DATE(EE[AU&E‘%). This Supplement will
become effective on the last date of signature by the Institutions and will be in effect until
INSERT DATE unless terminated earlier under the terms of this Supplement. Renewal of this
Supplement shall require the execution of a new supplement agreement. The terms and conditions
of the MOA are hereby incorporated by reference. If there 1s a conflict between the terms of this
Supplement and the MOA, then the Supplement will control.

Section 2: AMENDMENTS. This Supplement may be amended by the written consent of

the signatories or their duly authorized representatives.

Section 3: PROGRAM OPERATION. NCNU and AU agree to offer a bachelor to master’s
articulation program.

NCNU will recruit students annually and promote this BMAA to both prospective and existing
NCNU students.

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For the NCNU, the bachelor’s degree will be administered by and operated through the College of
Management. For AU, the master’s will be administered by and operated through the College of
Arts and Sciences. Master’s students must successfully complete established degree requirements
for each Institution to be awarded the two degrees.

Under this Supplement, NCNU bachelor students in Economics may apply to AU’s Master's in
Economics degree program during their third year of studies. NCNU students take pre-
determined graduate-level courses during the final year of their undergraduate program. The
credits from these courses will be articulated and applied to the AU MS degree. Upon successful
completion of this 4th year and obtaining the BS m the Department of Economics from NCNU,
students will be enrolled in the MS in Economics program at AU. This track provides students
from AU partner institutions the opportunity to complete a master’s degree at AU within one year.

The NCNU Provost or designee and AU’s Chief Academic Officer or designee have overall
responsibility for administering this Supplement. Each Institution 1s responsible for the following
aspects of the BMAA program activities.

Each Institution shall:

a. Exercise independent oversight of all academic aspects of the academic provision at
its own institution, including approval of syllabi, assessment and examination arrangements,
arrangements for marking of papers, appointment of external examiners, moderation and
determination of examination results. In exercising these responsibilities, each of the
Institutions shall inform one another of any significant changes to aspects of their respective
programs that will affect delivery of this BMAA.

b. Maintain appropriate records on student status, award arrangements, including the
production of transcripts, together with the maintenance of an archive of results.

c. Promptly supply to the other Institution copies of the appropriate procedural
documentation on the administration and monitoring of collaborative provision, as varied
from time to time.

d. Supportt the other Institution in the setting and maintaining of standards and quality
according to the terms of this Supplement. The BMAA will be subject to the same rigorous
monitoring and review as all courses provided by the Institutions and ultimate responsibility
for maintenance of academic standards and the quality of each degree will lie with the
respective academic offices or designees of the Institutions.

& Designate an academic coordinator(s) to monitor and review the BMAA. For
NCNU, this will be through the College of Management. For AU, this will be through the
College of Arts and Sciences.

f. Establish an Advisory Course Management Group comprised of members of each
Institution with responsibility for advising the Institutions on the BMAA. The group will be
responsible for advising on all matters relating to the operation of the courses mn accordance
with this Supplement. The group will meet at least once a year. However, the Institutions
understand and agree that each Institution will be solely responsibility for implementing their
own obligations under this Supplement.

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g. Provide oversight of the methods chosen for the promotion of the BMAA. All
promotional material should adhere to agreed guidelines and be approved by both
Institutions.

Section 4: ADMISSION AND ENROLLMENT OF STUDENTS.

1. NCNU will ensure that its students qualify to meet AU admissions standards. AU will
retain decision-making authority on the admission of students to its programs. NCNU will
inform AU of the number and identity of students who are intending to apply with
sufficient advance notice for the Institutions’ respective planning purposes. Applications
will, however, be made directly by NCNU students to AU, following AU’s standard
procedures and timetable for the admissions process. The Fall semester and Academic year

application deadline will be March 15.

2. As ndicated in Annex 2 of this Agreement, NCNU home students will apply for the
BMAA, and NCNU will nominate students for participation in the program and
send AU their contact information.

3. NCNU home students shall be nommated by NCNU according to the following
general criteria:

a. Academic achievement during the first two years of university studies will be
reflected by a cumulative grade poimnt average (GPA) of 3.0 or higher on 2 4.0
scale taking into account that NCNU grades are based on a 100- pomt scale.
The Tatwanese grading system ranges from 70 (lowest) to 100 (highest). Thus,
this grade scale translates to the U.S. 4.0 grade scale in the following manner:

GPA in Grade GPA in the U.S.
NCNU
100-80 A 4.0
79-70 B 2.0
69-60 C 2.0
59-50 D 1.0
<50 F 0.0

The GPA will be calculated by converting each course individually and then
finding the U.S. grade point average of the converted grades.

b. Students selected from among the NCNU 3* year bachelor class to attend
AU should have a cumulative grade point average (GPA) of 3.0 or higher on
2 4.0 scale using the grade conversion table and procedure outlined above in
3.a.

¢. The language ability shall be evaluated by both the NCNU and AU. Program

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students must have the ability to attend courses taught in English.

4. Official results of one of the following English Proficiency Exams are required of
mtemational students. For admission into the graduate program, AU accepts the
following: IELTS, minimum score of 7.0 TOEFL, mmimum score of 100,
DUOLINGO, minimum score of 120. An applicant will not be considered
sufficiently qualified if test results indicate that they would not have the language
ability to succeed m classes at AU.

5. Nominated students will be required to apply to the Master's in Economics. As
mndicated in Annex 2, the admussions procedure and application are accessible on
the Master's in Economics and AU Abroad websites.

6. Nominated students will be required to take the courses outlined in Annex 1. At the
end of the academic year, students will be awarded a bachelors’ degree in Economics

from NCNU.

7. Participating students who have obtamed their Bachelor from NCNU will be able to
directly integrate the Masters in Economics at AU.

8. AU agrees to accept up to nine (9) credits of relevant academic credit for each
NCNU home student enrolled i the AU graduate courses listed in Annex 1.

9. Upon successful completion of a mmimum of twenty-one (21) graduate-level
credits of study at AU, which will require a2 minimum of one calendar year to
complete, mcluding two semesters, Program students from NCNU shall eamn a
master’s degree at AU.

Section 5: STUDENT STATUS AND ACCESS. Students will attend AU on a full-time
basts as mnternational degree seeking students. They will have access to all academic areas
and courses of study for which they are qualified, except those specifically proscribed by
either Institution.

Seation 6: TRANSFER CREDIT, Before each academic term, AU and the NCNU wall

examine students’ proposed courses of study to assist each Institution in deciding on such
transferability. If requested by the other Institution, each will provide supporting
documents relevant to students’ proposed courses of study, including course descriptions,
and available course syllabi. NCNU agree to provide student grades as soon as possible,

but no later than six (6) weeks after the publication of results.

Section 72 INFORMATION AND ORIENTATION. At least three (3) months prior to the

commencement of each academic term, AU will provide NCNU students with information
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required to obtain immigration documents. At least two (2) months prior to the commencement
of each academic term, AU will provide NCNU students with detailed curricular and extra-
curricular information relevant to their attendance as international students. Upon arrival at AU,
students will receive an on-site ortentation covering the full range of the Institution’s academic
and non-academic services and facilities. Students will have the same access to all services and
facilities as other students at AU, ncluding, but not limited to, the library, technology, recreation,
and cultural activities. Staff of AU’s Office of International Student Services will coordinate with
other support offices to respond to the NCNU students’ requests for academic, advisory, and
personal counseling services, and will consult with the NCNU staff in complex situations that

require a coordinated response.

Section 8: STUDENT HOUSING. AU will make every reasonable effort to assist Program
students in providing mnformation for locating accommodation. Graduate housing on campus
1s currently available but limited. The cost of such accommodation shall be the sole
responsibility of the Program students. Off campus housing 1s not supervised by AU.

Section 90 HEALTH INSURANCE. Program students are required to demonstrate full
medical coverage in their host country. NCNU transfer students must carry the AU-required
health mnsurance or show proof of health insurance equaling the AU health mnsurance. The

cost of such insurance coverage shall be the sole responsibility of the Program students.

Section 16 STUDENT PAYMENTS. Students will be responsible for tuition and other fees,
housing (including deposit), meals, transportation (to, from, or within the host country),
passports and visas, freight and baggage shipments, books and other supplies, storage,
repatriation, telephone, e-mail, and other communication expenses. Students residing in AU’s on-
campus housing will pay AU according to its payment schedule and instructions provided at least
three (3) months prior to the beginning of the semester or academic year. Students residing in
off-campus housing will pay the housing provider directly. Students will pay any other fees or
costs, ncluding the fee for mandatory student health insurance, directly to AU. Students will pay
such fees and costs according to the instructions received from each Institution within thirty (30)

days of the receipt of an invoice itemizing such fees and costs.

Section 11: SCHOILARSHIPS. In recognition of the academic excellence of the Program
students, AU agrees to award the students participating in the MS in Economics
program a scholarship of $12,000 of their graduate AU tuition, as approved by the Board
of Trustees, (not including fees). Scholarship dollars are divided equally and disbursed over the
credits taken to complete the degree. Students must maintam a mintmum cumulative grade
point average (GPA) of 3.0, assessed initially after the first semester and then each semester

thereafter, to maimntain the award.
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Section 12: STUDENT CONDUCT. Students will be subject to the student conduct policies,
rules, and regulations of each of the host and home nstitutions. AU agrees to provide students
with a written copy of its policies and standards at the time of the students’ on-site orientation.
Each Institution can take disciplinary action against a student in accordance with the Institution’s
policies for any reason the disciplining Institution deems appropriate.

Section 13: LIABILITY. Neither AU nor NCNU will be liable for damages caused by Program
students to their own or other persons and property, including damage due to abuse of
alcoholic beverages, medicines, or illegal drugs. Program students will be mdividually liable
for the economic and legal consequences of their personal actions and will be subject to the
laws of the United States of America.

Section 14: OFFICIAL NOTICE. Official notices and correspondence related to the
performance of this Supplement will be sent in accordance with the Notice provisions of
the MOA between AU and NCNU to the following points of contact:

5. The number of newly participating students shall not exceed twenty (20) in each academic
year.

6. Program students who successfully complete the Program will receive a Master's degree

7. At NCNU, students will be permitted to enroll in courses for the Master of Economics
degrees.

11. Each Institution (“Indemnifying Institution”) shall defend, indemnify, and hold harmless
the other Institution, its agents, representatives, officers, directors, officials, and employees
(“Indemnified Institution™) from and against all third-party claims, suits, costs, damages,
losses and expenses, including but not limited to attorney fees and costs resulting from the
Indemnifying Institution’s acts or omission related to this Agreement. Both Institutions
certify that they have sufficient insurance coverage or collateral resources for this
indemnification.

12. Except for the specific remedies expressly identified as such in this Agreement, the
Institutions agree that their sole hability for damages (whether in contract, tort, by statute
or otherwise) for any claim in any manner related to this Agreement, shall be the payment
of direct damages. In no event shall either Institution be liable for any consequential,
liquidated, or special damages against the other Institution. Each Institution shall maintain
its own liability insurance coverage.

13. In the event of an emergency related to this Agreement, each Institution will notify the
other Institution and/or any other appropriate individual or institution as the other
Institution may indicate for such purpose as soon as feasible. In such an event, each
Institution will fully cooperate to determine what further action, if any, appears to be

appropriate in the circumstances.
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14. All notices required by this MOA shall be deemed to have been sufficiently given when
personally delivered or transmitted by certified or registered mail or overnight delivery
with a tracking number by a similar service, such as UPS or FedEx. A courtesy copy may
be sent by email m addition to the required hard copy. All notices for this MOA shall be
provided to the following points of contact:

15. Neither Institution shall be responsible to the other for any losses resulting from the failure
to perform any terms or provisions of this Agreement, if the Institution's failure to
perform is attributable to war, riot, strike, terrorist acts, or other work stoppage; fire; flood;
epidemic, plague, pandemic, outbreak of disease or other public health crisis, including
quarantine or other employee restrictions; act of government; act of God; or any other act
not within the control of the Institution whose performance 1s interfered with, and which,
by reasonable diligence, such Institution 1s unable to prevent. Any such occurrence shall
be referred to as a "Force Majeure” occurrence.
16. Both Institutions agree that any payment it receives from foreign sources is in compliance
with the rules and regulations established in their respective countries.

17. Neither Institution may assign this Agreement without the prior written consent of the

other.
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18. This Agreement 1s between NCNU and AU and shall not be construed, interpreted, or
deemed to confer any rights whatsoever to any student or other third party.

19. This Agreement shall be governed and construed by the laws of the District of Columbia
and the United States of America.

20. This Agreement contains the whole understanding of the Institutions and supersedes all
prior oral or written representations and statement between the Institutions. No waier
of any term, provision, or condition of this Agreement, whether by conduct or otherwise,
in any one or more nstances, shall be deemed or construed as a further and continuing
watver of any such term, provision or condition of this Agreement. If any term or
provision of this Agreement or the application thereof to any person or circumstance shall
to any extent be mnvalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement or the
application of such term or provision to persons or circumstances other than those to
which it 1s held invalid or unenforceable shall not be atfected thereby, and each term and
provision of the Agreement shall be valid and enforceable to the fullest extent permitted
by law.

21. This Agreement may be executed in several counterparts each of which will be deemed an
original, but such counterparts will constitute one and the same Agreement. The Parties
agree that this Agreement may be executed electronically (though either Party may opt out
of doing so) and any electronic signatures appearing on this Agreement are considered the
same as handwritten signatures for the purposes of validity, enforceability, and

admissibility of this Agreement.
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Now mtending to be legally bound, AU and NCNU have caused their duly authorized

representatives to execute this Memorandum of Agreement as of the last date of signature written

below.
